Child Nutrition Programs are federally funded and administered by the United States Department of 
Agriculture, the DJS Office of Food and Nutrition Services and the Maryland State Department of Education.  
 
School Breakfast Program  
This program provides a nutritionally balanced breakfast to youth each day according to specific age/grade 
groups and the nutrition standards of The Healthy Hunger- Free Kids Act of 2010. 
 
National School Lunch Program 
This program provides a nutritionally balance lunch to youth each day.  School lunch menus must meet meal 
requirements specific to age/grade groups and the nutrition standards of The Healthy Hunger- Free Kids Act of 
2010. 
 
Summer Food Service Program 
The Summer Food Service Program (SFSP) provides meals and snacks during the summer months when regular 
school is not in session. School-age children are eligible up through age 18. Meal sites are located throughout 
the State during summer months.  For more information contact the Maryland State Department of Education.   
 
Food Distribution Program 
The USDA provides food items to support the National School Lunch Program. The Department of Juvenile 
Services is eligible to receive USDA foods called “entitlement” foods at a value set by USDA. Donated foods 
must be of domestic origin. A wide variety of foods are available including cheese, flour and other grain 
products; meat and poultry; and fruits and vegetables.
