Look for features of the youth’s physical appearance such as:

Impaired vision (requires glasses)  
Pronounced disfigurement  
Physical disability  
Deaf or Hard of Hearing  
Limited English Proficiency  

Look for features of the youth’s presentation and behaviors such as: 
Inappropriate verbal behavior (e.g., giggling, odd remarks) 
Any gender non-conforming  appearance or manner 
Hunched fearful posture (e.g., very fearful, very shy) 
Acts of Aggression – observation  
Youth’s interaction with sibling(s)/youth
Youth’s behavior in school   
Speech impediment  
Has difficulty understanding questions 
Behaviors that are likely to irritate and annoy other youth (e.g., immature, silly)  
Behaviors that appear related to mental illness (e.g., jittery, crying, bizarre) 
  

  Do you consider yourself lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, or intersex? 
(Youth should be informed that this question is asked of ALL youth, and that he/she is not compelled to  
answer.)   

Look for features of the youth which make him or her stand out 
Having a lack of exposure to criminal lifestyle 
Being from an ethnic minority not well represented in the offender population (e.g., Vietnamese, Indian, 
Middle Eastern)  
Membership in a gang that is likely to be a target of attack from others.
